Overclocking refers to the action that increases the operating speed of a certain component. In computing, overclocking is the practice of increasing the clock rate of a computer to exceed the manufacturer’s designed limits and improve the processor performance. Generally, what we overclock to improve PC performance include CPU, GPU and memory card.
